Stockpiles have the potential to cause serious 
harm and can collapse with and without the 
influence of heavy equipment or other visible 
factors.  Truck Drivers must stay alert while 
navigating our stockpile yards.  Visual 
confirmation is always the best method to 
identify these hazards especially after wet 
weather or thawing.  We do our very best to 
eliminate overhangs and never let them 
become severe.
